The City Council approved a 1.5% increase in the base rate for solid waste
collection services by IESI. That equates to an increase of $ .17 per month
for residences with a 96 gallon cart with the base rate going from $11.05

to $11.22 before taxes and fees.

An adjustment pertaining to new construction drops the sidewalk fee-in-
lieu charge from $6 per square foot to $3 per square foot. This program
helps to fund sidewalks in areas of the city that would best be served by
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sidewalks.

This estimate is based on a home
valued at $89,344 for a Taylor
residence as of December 7,
2010 with a combined property
tax rate of $2.74 for city, school
and county taxes.
