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What’s a Setback?

A setback inaresidential zoning district is
the area that is set aside within the
property where no construction may take
place. Typically ina residential zoning
district the setbacks are 25 feet from the
front property line, 10 feet from the rear
property line, and 5 feet from the side
yard property line. Steps and unenclosed
porches may extend into the front and
rear yard setbacks, and steps into the side
yard setback. In the case of a property
being adjacent to a street, the setback
from the property line to the structure on
the street side must be aminimum of 10
feet. The City has several different
residential zoning districts, so check with
the City about the setbacks that apply to
yourzoning district.

Banner Permit?

A permit is required for temporary
banners that may be in addition to
permitted permanent signs, announcing a
special event for a business, i.e., busi-
ness openings, grand openings, sales or
promotion events.

The permit tee is $25 for 90 days.
Non-profit, faith-based. governmental,
and service organizations are exempt
from paying a fee.
