Beginning October 1, the base rates for water and garbage fees will increase by
about 10 percentand waste water by 15 percent for residential customers. The fee
increase will be reflected on the November biiling.

« Residential water rates increase from $16.73 to $18.44 for the first 2,000
gallons and from $3.42 to $3.76 for more than 2,000 gallons.

« Wasle water rates increase from $11.78 to $13.55 for the first 2,000
gallons and from $3.82 to $4.39 for more than 2,000 gallons.

+ Garbage rates will increase from $7.68 to $8.45 for the standard household 96
gallon cart and from $7.83 to $8.61 for 65 gallon carts.

Beginning October 1, additional brush pickup will be provided weekly for bundled
and unbundled brush up to 5 cubic yards (approximately a full pickup bed). For

City Budget Approved

The City Council approved the city’s
budget and tax rate for 2006-2007 with
aprojected budget of $10.09 million.
The tax rate approved is 79.5 cents per
$100 in property value.

The new tax rate is less than a one cent
increase over last year. Based on the
new rate, the increase in property tax on
ahome valued at $100,000 would be
$8.50.

Of the estimated $500,000 in additional
revenues that would be created as a
result of the slight tax increase, the City
will use it to provide matching funds for
park grants to continue park improve-
ments for Murphy and East Williamson
County Parks and for street improve-
ments around the new downtown
Central Fire Station and Sloan Street.
