Time to Trim Trees

Between November and February is a
good time to trim trees while most
Central Texas trees are dormant. with
the exception of Oak.

City code enforcement specifics that all
trees must be trimmed seven feet from
the ground and no closer than 12 feet
above the top of the curb or edge of
pavement.

Itis the property owner s responsibity to
see that their trees meet these guidelines.
After February 1,2007. if the property
owner’s trees are still not trimmed to the
appropriate level, the City will be
trimming the trees from the street. They
will not enter private property and will
trim only the overhanging limbs over
curbs and streets to provide clearance
forbuildings, vchicles, pedestrians and
the ability to see signage and taffic.
