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CAN I FLUSH IT?

Flushing the wrong items down the
toilet can cause problems for not only
a person’s home or business, but also
for the City’s wastewater treatment
systems can be damaged.

Many household products are
labeled and marketed as disposable
and/or flushable. While those products
may be marketed as a convenience
item, they do not break down like toilet
paper once they are flushed.

The Public Works Department
would like to remind citizens that the
following items should not be flushed
down the toilet:

+ Diapers (cloth or disposable)

+ Facial tissues

+  Baby wipes, moist wipes,

jewelry wipes, cosmetic wipes,
disinfecting/surface wipes, pet
care wipes, first aid wipes and
ANY moist type towelette wipes

Cotton swabs
* Toilet cleaning pads
*  Mop or “Swiffer” type refills
*  Paper towels
* Bio-pads
*  Feminine hygiene products

ANNUAL SEWER AVERAGING BEGINS

As a reminder, the City of Taylor
conducts its annual sewer averaging
from late November through March.
The months that are used for
averaging are typically the lowest
consumption months of the year.
These three months are averaged
to get the sewer rates for the next 12
months.

Prior to the averaging period you

are advised to repair any leaky faucets
or running toilets and any other water
leaks. This will avoid a high usage
month during the averaging period
and help to keep your sewer rate
down.
