Grants Help Stretch Your Tax Dollars

Since the City’s fiscal year 2000-2001, more than $12 million in City of Taylor projects
has been funded by more than $8.8 million in grants and contributions. The City’s
portion of the projects is $3.3 million in matching funds and in-kind contributions. For
every $1 paid by the City, $2.66 has been contributed from outside grant sources, not
city tax dollars, toward these projects.

Many areas of the City are beneficiaries of grant funds. Over the last six years, the Taylor
Airport was the largest recipient of grant monies of approximately $3.148 million coming
from the Texas Department of Transportation Aviation Division. Other significant grant
totals went to Community Development projects, $2.371 million; infrastructure for water,
waste water and flood drainage, $2.356 million; Parks for $2.040 million and the Police
Department for $1.725 million. Additional areas receiving funding are the Library, the Fire
Department and technology.

Grant awards contributed 73 percent towards funding $12,121,480 in projects for the
City since 2000-2001. City management is diligent in searching and applying for grants
to leverage funding resources.

$12,121,480 Funded Projects
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Certificates of Obligation To Be Issued

The City Council is authorizing $4.2 million in combination tax and revenue Certificates of
Obligation debt to be used to improve and extend the City’s water and wastewater
system, This includes construction of an upper pressure plane, the Mustang Creek
wastewater interceptor and water and wastewater lines serving the new Central Fire
Station. Funds also will be used to furnish the new Taylor Public Library.

Unlike General Obligation Bonds, the Certificates of Obligation will be repaid from $4
million in utility funds and $200,000 in funds that are tax supported.
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Please be reminded that the average
residential water consumption during the
months of December, January and
February will be used to calculate the
monthly water consumption and waste
water charges for the next 12 months,

beginning in April.
