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2006: A Year of Accomphshments

Parks and street improvements head the list
of accomplishments by the City of Taylor in
2006. Major construction projects got
underway and strides were made in commu-
nications fora growing city. Some of the
majoraccomplishments for the past year
include:

Three successful grantapplications for parks
improvements with Texas Parks & Wildlife
awarding $500,000 for the East Williamson
County Park, $100,000 for Bull Branch Park
trails, and $50,000 for Murphy Park im-
provements. New restroom facilities for
Murphy and Robinson Parks were com-
pleted. The ball field and lighting at
Robinson Park received upgrades totaling
$80,000 and additional acreage was
acquired for the park. The BWM Group
was contracted to develop designimprove-
ments for the East Williamson County Park,
Murphy Park and Robinson Park. New
shade structures were installed at the Murphy
Park Aquatics Center.

The $2.2 million North Drive street improve-
ment project from Lake Drive to the Carlos
Parker Loop was completed with full water
and sewer rehabilitation, reconstruction of
the Mallard and North Drive intersection and
the addition of new sidewalks.

Seven new homes were built under the
HOME grant program of the Department of
Housing and Urban Development for families
inneed.

The City annexed an additional 1,111 acres
on its western boundary along Highway 79.

Construction began on several major
projects for the City including the new
$2.835 million Taylor Public Library, the
new $1.640 million Central Fire Station,
and the continuation of the $1.1 million
Dickey Street drainage project.

Construction began for the addition of 13
new hangars at the City’s growing Munici-

pal Airport.

On the communications front, a new
website was launched for the City of
Taylor. New software upgrades were
completed for the financial. building and
Municipal Court areas. Community
information was expanded to include Time
Warner Cable Channel 10.

The City provided assistance with the
opening of the new YMCA facility and
hired the YMCA to manage the Murphy
Park Aquatics Center.
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Williamson County Commissioners have
agreed to build a new road, to county
standards, from County Road 409 (East
Lake Drive aka Turner Road) south to
Old Thorndale Road.

The right of way for the new road was
donated to the City of Taylor by the
family of Roy Schroeder. Years ago, the
City received a 60-foot wide easement
from Mr. Schroeder along his property
line connecting the two existing roads.
The City installed a 12” water line in the
easement to provide potable water and
fire protection on East Lake Drive.

Construction of the new road will allow
emergency response vehicles to access
East Lake Drive when the Union Pacific
train blocks the railroad tracks.

In exchange for building the new road,
the City and Williamson County entered
into an intergovernmental agreement to
assure the County that the roads within
the City of Taylor that are constructed
with County funds are maintained by the

City.

The City has agreed to maintain the new
road and additionally agreed to maintain
the east end of Old Thorndale road from
the City limits to FM 619 and a short
section of County Road 402 (Herman
Sons Road) where it meets Highway 79
on the west side.
