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Council To Set Tax Rate
and Budget for 2007-08

The Taylor City Council will vote to set the
2007-2008 ad valorem tax rate and
approve the City budget for 2007-2008 at
its September 6, 2007 meeting.

City management and staff have proposed
abudget of $4.097 million for operations
and maintenance for the next fiscal year.
This allowed the Council to set the upper
limit of the tax rate at $.79 per $100 of
assessed property value. This proposed
tax rate is $.005 (one-half cent) below the
current year’s rate.

This budget will raise more total property
taxes than last year’s budget by $308.321
or 6.1% and of that amount, $206,167 is
tax revenue to be raised from new property
‘added to the roll this year.

The Council will set the tax rate and adopt
the City budget following two public
hearings for citizen review and input.

Moody Museum Rental Policy

In other Council action, the Moody Mu-
seum rental policy was revised to restrict
the use of the facility. The museum will no
longer be available for social events and
will be limited to use for educational
purposes and public sponsored events.

Patriot’s Day Parade 9/11

The sixth anniversary of the September 11
attack on the United States will be ob-
served by the Taylor community witha
Patriot’s Day parade and program. The
patade will beginat 7 p.m. followed by a
~9/11 Remembrance Tribute™at 7:30 p.m.
in Heritage Square Park downtown.

Once again this vear. the parade will
feature a number of fire and police honor
guards and personnel from area depart-
ments. Taylor Fire Chief Bruce Watson
will be the guest speaker for the event.

The program will include the traditional 21-
gun salute, a ceremonial “ringing of the bell”
and helicopter fly-over. concluding with the
playing of “Taps.” This annual event is
sponsored by the Taylor Professional
Firefighters Association and City of Taylor,
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Mustang Creek Interceptor Phase I
Bids were opened on August 16 for the
largest Capital Improvement Program
(CIP) project to date for the City of
Taylor. The Mustang Creek Interceptor
project had a preliminary budget of
approximately $7 million. The lowest
bid came in substantially under the
budget and is scheduled to be awarded
by the City Council at its next meeting.

The Mustang Creek Interceptor will
improve the city’s wastewater system
capacity. The improvements will ad-
dress concerns of potential wastewater
overflow and increase line size to
accommodate future growth within the

aty.

Hike & Bike Trail

Bid notices are currently being adver-
tised for the construction of the Bull
Branch North Hike & Bike Trail. The
budget for this project is approximately
$200,000. This project will be funded
with grant funds of $100,000 from the
Texas Parks & Wildlife Department and
from partial proceeds of an earlier sale
of park lands.

Murphy & Robinson Parks

Bid notices also are being advertised for
improvements to these parks. The
project has a proposed budget of an
estimated $565,000. The work will be
funded with $50,000 in grant proceeds
from the Small Parks Grant of the Texas
Parks & Wildlife Department and with
proceeds from the sale of park lands.

This project includes site preparation.
construction of new parking lots, lighting
and electrical work. Improvements
include construction of trails, basketball
courts, volleyball courts, playgrounds,
picnic shelters, landscaping and other
items to enhance the parks.

Bid openings for the Hike & Bike Trail
and for Murphy and Robinson Parks are
scheduled for September 6, 2007.

Code Section 105 - Permits

“When do I need a City permit?” This
question comes up often. The short
answer is a permit is needed for chang-
ing just about anything behind a wall
within a building or replacing certain
items such as electrical or mechanical
that are regulated by code.

A more indepth explanation includes,
“any owner or authorized agent who
intends to construct, enlarge, alter,
repair, move, demolish or change the
occupancy of a building or structure; or
to erect, install, enlarge, alter, repair,
remove, convert or replace any electri-
cal. gas. mechanical or plumbing system,
the installation of which is regulated by
the code, or to cause any such work to
be done. shall first make application to
the building official and obtain the
required permit.”

Any work that is done within the City’s
right of way requires a permit. This
includes landscaping, utilities, culverts
and driveway approaches.

Permits also are required for any type of
signs, including banner signs.
