 
                                                
City of Taylor Public Drinking Water Supply Rated “Superior”

June 25, 2008 (Taylor, Texas) -- The Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) has issued a “Superior Rating” for the public drinking water supply in the City of Taylor.  The announcement came with permission to publicize the “Superior Public Water System” on signs that may be placed on the highway entrances to the city.
“Receiving a superior rating has been a long-term goal for the City of Taylor,” according to City Manager Frank Salvato.  “A key to achieving the rating was the ability to expand our treated water capacity.  The sale of our water plant to the Brazos River Authority (BRA) provided the means to more than double our capacity with the recent expansion of the plant.”

Salvato acknowledged that the City had worked towards this goal for many years including opting to go from well water to purchasing surface water through the Brazos River Authority (BRA) and building the water treatment plant at Lake Granger.  Salvato further expressed his appreciation to the citizens of the Taylor community who voted to sell the water treatment plant to the BRA in 2004 allowing improvements to be made to the plant and helping to achieve this superior rating.  The expansion now provides 12.5 million gallons per day for the community’s use as compared to 4.8 million gallons per day previously.

In addition to the highest rating for water quality, the expanded capacity dramatically decreases the potential for mandatory water conservation practices experienced in the past.  It also provides an economic development incentive for potential industrial or manufacturing prospects.
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
